Insights from the focused 
Smart Mobility Conference.
The Smart Mobility Conference 2025 served as the knowledge cornerstone of the 13th edition 
of Traffi cInfraTech Expo. The conference convened senior government offi cials, infrastructure 
authorities, research institutions, and technology providers to deliberate on indigenous innovation, 
intelligent transportation systems (ITS), sustainability and policy-aligned infrastructure development. 
With participation from national and state bodies, the event facilitated meaningful dialogue between 
the policymakers and the industry on India’s evolving mobility ecosystem.

Across three days, the conference addressed critical themes including AI-driven highway operations 
and maintenance, barrier-free tolling through multi-lane free-fl ow (MLFF) systems, urban parking 
policy and enforcement, ITS interoperability, vehicular emission monitoring and public–private 
partnership (PPP) models for scalable deployments. 
Technical sessions curated in collaboration with organizations such as IHMCL, CUMTA, HOA India, 
and the ITS India Forum enabled in-depth discussions on secure data management, cybersecurity, 
video analytics, pollution control, and sustainable construction materials. The agenda balanced 
strategic policy discussions with real-world case studies, demonstrating the application of advanced 
technologies across highways, urban corridors, toll plazas, and command-and-control centers.

Stakeholder perspectives from the government, industry, and research institutions underscored the 
need for scalable, cost-effective, and context-specifi c solutions to address India’s unique traffi c and 
mobility challenges. Overall, Smart Mobility Conference 2025 reaffi rmed India’s commitment to data-
driven, secure, and sustainable transportation systems, positioning the event as a critical catalyst for 
policy, innovation, and market readiness in the infrastructure and mobility sector.
